The historic Herne Hill Velodrome track, built in 1891 and cycling venue for the 1948 Olympics, was restored and resurfaced with smooth, black, tarred-granite, in August 2011, thanks to British Cycling, its expertise and donors – and to The Dulwich Estate, which granted the lease, and the Save the Velodrome (STV) campaign and its many supporters, who gave the campaign the impetus to achieve this. But the Velodrome buildings remain boarded-up and derelict.

· Now the pressure is on to produce the plan and the funding to restore the rest of the site, and make Herne Hill Velodrome (HHV) a Community Centre for cycling and other sports, catering for all ages and abilities, while retaining its tranquil, wooded character.
